Telegraph, telephone and unsigned entries cannot be accepted.  Mail all entries with fees to 

Gaea Mitchel, 2902 Terry Road, Tallahassee, FL 32312.  All checks and money orders are 

to be made payable in U.S. funds to First Florida Freestylers Guild.  No entry shall be made 

and no entry shall be accepted which specifies any conditions as to its acceptance.  Closing 

time and date for entries.  Entries close at 6 PM Saturday, April 3, 2010,  at the home 

of the secretary.  Entries cannot be accepted, canceled, or substituted after this time.  Entry 

fees will be returned for anyone not selected.  Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event 

that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from compe-

tition by action of the Competition Committee.
